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The total population of Region I as of August 
1, 2015 was 5,025,128, based on the 2015

Among the four provinces of the region, 
Pangasinan was the most populous in 2015 
with 2.96 million.  Pangasinan ranked 
fourth among the 81 provinces, with  Cavite 
as the most populous province (3.68 mil-
lion),     followed by Bulacan (3.29 million) 
and Laguna (3.04 million).  Ilocos Norte 
remained the smallest in the region in terms 
of population count with 593 thousand, 
followed by Ilocos Sur (690 thousand) and 

La Union (787 thousand). 

 

Among the cities and municipalities of 
the region, the most populous was San 
Carlos City (188,571), followed by Da-

gupan City (171,271), City of Urdaneta

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One of the decentralization thrusts of 
the PSA is to strengthen the adminis-
trative-based data system for sub-
national level planning and decision-
making. This is to complement the 
regular censuses and surveys of the 
PSA to cater to the increasing de-
mand for sectoral statistics at a more 
frequent and disaggregated manner.  
 
Currently, the PSA is collaborating 
with concerned agencies to produce 
administrative-based statistics in 
keeping with Executive Order No. 
352, which officially designates vari-
ous statistical activities to ensure the 
generation of critical data for evi-
dence-based decision-making in the 
government as well as the private sec-
tor.  
 
Among the officially designated ad-
ministrative-based statistics is the 
monthly private construction statis-
tics from approved building permits 
being issued by the Local Govern-
ment Units (LGUs). Another im-
portant administrative-based data is 
the monthly trade statistics based 
from import and export manifests 
compiled by the Bureau of Customs. 
Moreover, there is the quarterly live-
stock and poultry statistics, which are 
part of the regular surveys, requiring 
auxiliary information culled from the 
administrative reports of the meat 
inspectors of LGUs, National Meat 
Inspection Service, Department of 
Agriculture and other stakeholders. 
 
Furthermore, with the global require-
ment to monitor the achievements of 
the 17 Sustainable Development 

Strengthening the administrative -based data system  
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Goals (SDGs), as well as that of
