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The 30th National Statistics Month (NSM) celebration with the theme, "Data tnnovation: Key to
a Befter Nafion, " will jumpstart in llocos Region through an opening ceremony on October 8,
2019 at the BangkoSentral ng Pilipinas - La Union Regional Ofiice (BSP-LURO), City of San
Fernando, La Union organized by the Regional Statistics Committee I (RSC l) composed of
various Regional Line Agencies (RLAs), Local Govemment Units (LGUs), Academic
lnstitutions and Private Sectors.

The theme for this yea/s celebration highlights the importance of innovating statistical
systems, processes and technologies in coming up with quality statistics that will be used by
the data users especially the planners, policymakers and program implementers who are in
the best position to shape the future ofthe country and of its people.

The NSM was first observed in 1990 pursuant to Presidential Proclamation No. 647 signed by
then President Corazon C. Aquino on September 20, 1990 that had declared the month of
October of every year as the National Statistics Month.

PSA issued Memorandum Circular No. 2019-07 enjoining all agencies of the govemment,
LGUs, academic institutions, state universities and colleges, and lhe private sector at the
national and subnational levels to actively participate in and support the 3oth NSM celebration
in October 2019. RSC I and the Regional Development Council 1 also issued RSC Resolution
No. 05 series of 2019 and RDC-1 Resolution No. 89, s. 20 t I in support to the month-long
celebration in the region.
